The final trip cost will be announced at that time. We will also discuss flight information, the trip schedule, student rules and 
chaperones. We will hand out a suggested packing list. 
  
The Travel Committee is still working to get all costs for every aspect of the trip as low as possible. The airfare will be $401 
per person, however, we are negotiating with American Airlines on the checked baggage fees and instrument freight fees. 
Once those details are worked out, we will be able to establish the cost of the trip. Our current estimate is around $1400. 
  
Airfare payment for parents who have paid the $50 airfare deposit to fly with the band will be due on January 15 also. 
  
Tickets to the Pearce band performances at Carnegie Hall will be available through the Carnegie Hall box office beginning 
February 15. All Pearce bands perform during the afternoon and will return in the evening to watch the show bands and attend 
the awards ceremony. The afternoon performance is free but ticketed and the evening performance and awards ceremony is 
$20 per ticket. Tickets can be picked up at the box office. 
  
The bands will perform in the Central Park Bandshell, weather permitting, on Monday, March 20 from 11:00-12:30. Those 
performances are free. 
  
The New York Wind Band Festival does not offer a hotel group pricing option or extra tickets to the dinner cruise. If you are in 
New York during the band trip and would like to attend a Broadway show, we are happy to suggest several low-cost show 
vendors. 
  
Final payments will be due on Friday, January 15. Please do not pay the full estimated trip amount before the cost is          
announced. (Keep your money a little bit longer).
