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Did you know that the value of each studentôs marching uniform package is close to $900?  Did you know 
that the current marching uniforms will be in use for another eight years?   Did you know that each band 
member is assigned 11 different uniform pieces over the course of the marching season?  Thatôs three   
jackets, a pair of bibbers, two pairs of gauntlets, two hats, one vest, shoes and gloves for every marching 
member.  With 195 marchers, that means there are 2,145 pieces that are tracked at any given moment of 
marching season!  No wonder there can be a bit of a scramble when band members are ósuiting upô for a 
performance.   To make sure every single MMB member is prepared for Uniform Inspection, we have an 
outstanding group of students on the Uniform Crew:  Leader Caitlin Downs  is a Junior, and she is assisted 
by Catie Halverson, Jemini Patel, Adi Tchwella, Becky White, Shannon Murphy  and  Rachel    
DeVey . These band members devote countless hours to ensure that uniforms are neat, clean and in good 
working order.  These amazing students work hard, and they are multi -talented ï they are exceedingly   
organized (could you get 195 jackets without name tags back to the appropriate marchers within two 
hours?), able to think on their feet (could you replace plume holders on six hats, 3 minutes before         
performance?), and devoted (would you arrive 30 minutes before other band members, knowing you will 
leave 30-45 minutes after everyone else?).  They are committed to the Mighty Mustang Band in a BIG way!   
 
The Uniform Crew is acutely aware that the value of each studentôs total uniform is close to $900 ï making 
them responsible for close to $200,000 in marching uniform inventory.  They are aware that uniforms must 
last 10 years.   And so while each individual band member is responsible for their own assigned materials, 
now you have a better understanding why the Uniform Crew is so diligent about keeping track of every 
piece - ensuring each piece is clean, each snap sewed on, every button attached, each chain stretched 
neatly across the brim of the hat.  These kids work very hard to ensure that your student can focus on the 
music and marching, instead of uniforms.  Hats off (uh, making sure the hats donôt touch the ground, 
please!) to these outstanding students for their commitment, good attitudes and amazing skills.  Thanks 
also to the many, many volunteers of the PABC , especially Cris Atkinson, who help the Uniform Crew make 
sure that the MMB is truly the best -looking band in the
